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The Life Bridge program is an academic success experience (two-week) that prepares incoming students to
thrive at the university level. Incoming freshman and transfer students who qualify for this additional support
(accepted on academic probation) will be immersed in introductory courses, student life activities, get to know
the library and academic support staff, spend time with success coaches and student peer mentors who will
aide them in their continued academic success and campus community while attending LPU.
